One storey and attic, two window 
range. Modern fenetration. Inc luded for group value.

No. 19 Church Street Cottage Mid C19 Buff coloured brick. Two storeys. Two windows. Small altered 
C19 pilastered shop front.

No.s 21 & 22 Church Street Cottages Mid C19 Pair of cottages. Buff coloured brick. Two storeys. Two 
windows. Included for group value.

Six Bells Public House Church Street Public House Mid C19 Buff coloured brick. Two storeys. Three window range. 
Sashes with voussoired heads.

No. 30 Church Street House Late C19 Red brick house with polychrome brick dressings. Two 
storeys. Three windows. Including contemporary cast iron 
garden area railings  in front.

No. 57 High Street House Mid C19 Buff coloured brick house. Two storeys. Three windows. 
Ground floor C19 pilas tered shop front and carriageway.

Lumley Hall High Street Former County Court Circa Mid C19 Italianate, buf f brick with blue brick dressings. Slate hipped 
roof with modillion eav es. One storey. Seven bay range. Brick 
pilaster quoins.

St Mary's Roman Catholic  Church High Street Church Late C19 Unfinished gothic style church. Ashlar with tiled roofs. Naïve 
with clerestory. North and south aisles with porch.  West 
tower and chancel not built.

The Presbytery High Street House C18 Stone house with moulded eav es and hipped roof . East front 
much altered with modern f enetration and rendered. Two 
storeys. Three bays. 

Madeley Baptist Church High Street Chapel Mid C19 Buff brick. Three bay front with pediment. Narrow arc hed 
windows and brick porch with pilasters and entablature.

No.s 71 & 72 High Street Mid C19 buff brick. Two storey. Four window range. Ground 
floor projecting C19 shop. First floor sashes.

No. 73                Barc lays Bank High Street House Mid C19 Buff brick house. Two storeys. Three bays. Splayed either … 
…

No. 10 High Street Early/Mid C19 Brick. Two storeys. Three window range. Sas hes with glazing 
bars. Ground f loor pilasterd shop front and carriageway.

No. 12 High Street Circa Mid C19 Stuccoed with parapet. Two s toreys. Two windows.
No. 33 Including No. 48 Station 
Road

High Street Circa Early C19 with 
C18 Wing at rear.

Painted and s tuccoed brick. The front is two storeys and has 
modern f lat roof.  The rear wing is  three storeys. Small C19 
pilastered shop fronts and doorway at s ide.

Methodist Church High Street Chapel Circa 1860 Buff coloured brick with polychrome brush dressings. 
Pedimented façade end with central doorway with open-
arched dripmould and round-arc hed windows.
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No.s 35 to 40 (Consecutive) High Street Mid C19 Buff coloured brick row.  Two storeys. Ground floor C19 
pilastered shop fronts.  First floor sashes.

No. 41 (Fores ters Arms) High Street Public House Early/Mid C19 Red brick. Two storeys … …

Lee Dingle Cottages Early/Mid C19 Survivors of a range of brick cottages which formerly 
enclosed a central quadrangle.

The Lees House Farmhouse Lee Dingle Cottage Early/Mid C19 Brick cottage range with tiled roof .  Two sotreys. Two plus one 
window range.

The Pheasant public House and

Lee Dingle Late C19 Red brick terrace. Two storeys. Seven window range. Sas hes 
with segmental bay bloc ked heads and pilastered doorway.

Madeley Court Lane Windmill Ruins Early/Mid C19 Ruins circa early/mid C19 bric k windmill. Circular tower. 
Roofless and empty.

Woodcote + Park Lane House Early/Mid C19 Buff coloured brick house. Two storeys. Three bays. Sashes 
with cast iron lintels. Ground f loor modern windows  and 
central doorcase.

No. 18 Park Street House Early/Mid C19 Red brick house. Two storeys. Two windows. Sashes with 
voussoired lintels and central pilastered doorcase.

No. 29 Park Street House Early/Mid C19 Yellow brick house. Two storeys. Three bays. Central 
pilastered doorway.

No. 31 Park Street House Early/Mid C19 Yellow brick house. Two storeys. Three bays. Central 
pilastered doorway with s emi-circular fanlight.

No. 78 Park Street Early/Mid C19 Buff brick, parapet. Two s toreys. Two sash windows. 
Contemporary pilas tered shop front.

No.s 79, 80, 81 & 82 Park Street Mid C19 Buff brick terrace. Two storeys. Five window range. 
Voussoired lintels and pilastered doorcase.

No. 87 Park Street Mid C19 Buff brick. Two storeys. Three window range. Sas hes. 
Pilastered shop front … …

No. 5 Russell Road House Mid C19 Buff coloured brick house. Two storeys. Three sashes with 
voussoired heads and central pilastered doorcase.

No. 44 (Stone Cottage) Station Road Cottage Dated 1690 Painted stone rubble cottage. Much altered and heightened in 
brick in C19. Two storeys. Two gables at front.

The Three Furnac es Public House Bridgnorth Road Public House Early/Mid C19 Plastered brick house with hipped roof . Two storeys. Three 
window range. Sas hes with glazing bars  and central 
pilastered doorway.
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
